Introduction 

Discuss the issue or “big idea” that you will be exploring, and why it is important (in general).  Keep this short-ish (4 or 5 sentences).
Rationale


This is where you discuss the “big idea” in relation to your own interest and experience.  Discuss your particular, personal interest in this topic or issue.  In other words, why or how does it matter to you now?  What has been your previous experience with this issue?  How does it connect to your own sense of self-identity or self-development?  Include your research question somewhere in this section. 

Methods

Discuss how you will go about finding a satisfying answer to your question.  What kinds of sources will you need to use?  Look at the list on the Identity/Self Research assignment: What short story (or other work of fiction or nonfiction), poem, song, and/or artwork might connect to your topic?  What websites or databases might you consult?  How about primary sources, like interviews or surveys that you conduct?  Are there any experts at Metro Tech that you might be able to talk to about your topic?

Predictions and Significance (what it all means)

Make some predictions about what you expect to discover through your research, and then wrap it up by restating the significance of this task in understanding who you are, have been, or will be—the choices, words, and actions that make you “you”.
